ND A+ Interim Assessments Overview

The ND A+ Interim Assessment is based on North Dakota State Academic Content
Standards. This assessment is relatively short and based on a blueprint that is
proportionately smaller than the ND A+ Summative Assessment blueprint.

ND A+ Interim Assessments for grades 3 — 8 maintain valid results with fewer items
because it takes advantage of a computer adaptive testing (CAT) algorithm for grades
3-8 reading and math, which provides increased measurement precision. This
adaptation during the administration allows students to see items that are closer to their
actual ability level than those that are too easy or too hard.

On average, students taking the interims finish the test in about 30-35 minutes but may
have more time to complete the test, if needed, as it is untimed.

The ND A+ Interim Assessment is designed to provide scores for a specific content area
(i.e., math or reading) and information by reporting category (e.g., Reading
Comprehension or Numbers and Operations). In addition, the interim assessments
show growth in student performance between interims within a given instructional year.

Due to the shorter length of the interim assessments, a student must answer all
questions to receive a score. If they do not answer all questions, within performance
reporting they will show as Do Not Report.



Grade 3-8 Score Reporting Information

ND A+ Interim Assessments report an overall scale score, performance level, reporting
category profile measure, and Lexile/Quantile measure for each assessment test taken.

Scale Scores and Performance Levels

Scales scores are used to report test scores and aid in score interpretation.
Standardized scale scores allow for the comparison of a given score with scores of
other students taking the test within the same grade and subject. The scale score range
for ND A+ Interim Assessments grades 3-8 is on a vertical scale. ND A+ Interim
Assessments have defined performance level descriptors (PLD) that will be validated
during a standard setting. The performance levels and scale scores provided in this
report are preliminary pending the completion of standard setting in 2025.

Lexile and Quantile Measures

ND A+ Interim Assessments also provide Lexile and Quantile measures for students in
grades 3-8. A Lexile is a measure of both reading ability and the text complexity of
reading materials. A Quantile is a measure of both math ability and the difficulty of
assessed math skills and concepts.

Lexile measures are reported on several ND A+ Interim Assessment reports, including
the Individual Student Report (ISR). The ISR includes a link to the MetaMetrics Hub
where caregivers and teachers can access instructional resources for students to
support learning in both reading and math. These resources include finding books
based on students’ Lexile levels, understanding the Lexile and Quantile measures by
grade level, resources for home learning, and a math skills database that leverages
Quantile measures. By registering as a Basic user, families and educators get free
access to these resources.
